**Food and Drinks in Bamberg:** 
A local specialty is **“Bamberger Schäuferla.”** This is roasted pork shoulder with crispy 
crackling, traditionally served with potato dumplings and savoy cabbage or sauerkraut. It 
pairs perfectly with a smoked beer (*Rauchbier*). 
Another specialty is a **“Leberkäsbrötla”** (meat loaf roll), available in Sandstraße at 
**Liebold Butcher Shop**. 
Bamberg is one of the cities with the highest number of breweries. The best-known beers 
include **Schlenkerla Rauchbier**, **Spezial Rauchbier**, and beers from **Mahrs Bräu** or 
**Keesmann**. 

**Traditional Franconian restaurants:** 
Most restaurants in **Sandstraße** offer Franconian cuisine; the most famous is 
**Schlenkerla**.
